Sri Lanka’s 10th National Jamboree hosted by the Sri Lanka Scout Association is scheduled to be

held from 20-26 February 2024 in Trincomalee, Sri Lanka. Trincomalee is port city on the Northeast

coast of Sri Lanka. The Jamboree site is located next to Fort Fredrick of in Trincomalee bay.

Trincomalee has warm and sunny days throughout February. The average daytime temperature is

around 24°C to 30°C. Participants arriving via Bandaranaike International Airport will be transferred

to the Jamboree site from the airport via bus and the journey is expected to be around 5 hours.

Jamboree Circular 01
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*Due to flight availability the Maldivian Contingent is scheduled to depart from Sri Lanka on 26 and

27 February. Group 01 departing on 26th February will travel to Colombo after the Closing Ceremony

on 25th February and Group 02 departing on 27th February will travel to Colombo on 26th February.

Both groups will be accommodated in a hotel in Colombo for one night and given the chance to go

sight seeing and shopping in Colombo. (*Travel Information: Page 09)
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Dining

The meal plan at the jamboree will be from lunch on February 20th, to the breakfast on February

26th. All food provisions can be collected from the Jamboree supermarket using the electronic card

designated for each unit (with 1 or 2 cards per unit). These cards come preloaded with sufficient

funds allocated to each unit, allowing them to choose food items according to their preferences.

Cooking facilities, including stoves, utensils, and knives (excluding personal items like cutlery and

plates), will be provided. Each unit will also be equipped with a shelter for cooking and dining, along

with chairs and tables for dining and food preparation.

Drinking water will be supplied separately, and water for washing will be accessible independently.

Water can be collected in large buckets from tanks positioned near the campsite. For drinking

purposes, 19 L water cans and dispensers will be provided.

Sanitation

Toilets and shower areas will be organised separately for four categories, distinguishing between

youth and adults as well as male and female. Trash bins and garbage cans will be allocated to each

unit individually.

Jamboree Kit

The Jamboree participant kit comprises of a scarf, Jamboree T-shirt, Cap, Jamboree badge, ID card,

Participant's Handbook, and Jamboree certificate.

Maldives.
